When using Zoom: 
	 don’t invite others to 

	 join your session 

	 turn on your video so that 
	 your tutor can see you 

	 ‘blur’ your background to keep 	
	 your learning space private 

	 don’t make audio or video 		
	 recordings of your class 

When using Canvas 
	 make sure that your work does 	

	 not include photos or personal 	
	 details of others 

	 only use the Hub to contact 		
	 tutors - this protects you and 	
	 others 

	 never share your personal 
	 contact or email details, always 
	 use your WEA email address
